Chapter 1 Notes – Physical and Human Geography
Geography – the study of the earth and of the ways people live and work on it.

5 themes of Geography

· Location – 
Where is it?

Absolute location – Exact latitude and longitude

Latitude – “parallels” run east to west and measure distances north and south of the Equator.

Longitude – “meridians” run north and south and measure distances east and west of the Prime Meridian.

i.e. New Orleans is located at 23 degress N and 97 degrees W.
Relative Location – Location determined by its relevance to a known landmark. 

i.e. Pickstown is 10 miles west of Wagner.

· Place -

“What is it like there?”

Human characteristics – religion, language, culture, government, education, jobs, etc 

Physical characteristics – land, water, weather, soil, plants, animals, etc.

· H/E Interaction   “What is the realationship between people and their environment?”             

Describes how people use and adapt to their surroundings.

i.e. building dams, growing crops, irrigating, wearing winter clothes, water skiing, etc.

· Movement - 
“How are people and places are connected?”

Describes how goods, people and ideas are transported from one place to another

· Region - 
“How geographers divide the earth into areas based on human and physical features.”
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
