World Cultures is a 9-week course created to implement research, listening, and speaking skills.  Students will research various international cultures while exploring local folklore, traditions and customs. 

Materials needed:

Computer, one folder, one notebook, agenda book and a pen or pencil.  Bring these materials to class everyday.  The folder will be used for assignments, quizzes, current events, etc.  The notebook will be used for daily assignments, critical thinking questions and notes.

Objectives:

1. Develop knowledge and cultural understanding.

2. Understand the national identities of various cultures, religions, races, governments, and morals.

3. Develop and use basic study skills, critical thinking skills, and social participation skills.

4. Develop respect for individuals (not stereotyping).

5. Recognize a speaker’s purpose/point of view.

6. Evaluate information and draw individual conclusions.

7. Be informed on current events affecting the world population.

8. Research local culture

9. Participate in “Cultural Day”
